3. Medical Requirements

3.1 Medical Equipment

» Eye wash drops (0.9% sodium chloride solution, 100 ml)
« Emergency reflective blanket
« Painkillers (Paracetamol 500 mg or Ibuprofen 500 mg)
« Anti-diarrheal medication (e.g., Imodium)
« Antispasmodic medication (Buscopan or No-Spa tablets)
 Disinfectant liquid/antiseptic solution (e.g., Betadine)
« Bandages, cotton, plasters, and elastic bandage
e Burn relief cream (Panthenol 5%, 30 ml)

3.2 Medical Certificate

Participants must provide a medical certificate (Form #100) issued by a
doctor, confirming their health condition allows them to participate in the
competition. This certificate must be issued no more than one month before
the competition start date.

Form #100 must be presented during administrative checks on 12th of April .



4. Insurance

All participants must have valid health and life insurance in Georgia. The
required documents must be submitted during administrative checks; failure
to provide them will result in disqualification from the competition.

The organizer reserves the right to refuse participation to any driver or
vehicle at any stage if they fail to meet safety requirements.
